Havacilikta toplumsal cinsiyet dengesini gelistirme amaciyla tiim diinyada kutlanan
Diinya Havac Kadinlar Haftasi kapsaminda bu vyil rekor sayida etkinlik
gerceklestirildi.
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Ilk kadin pilot lisansinin verildigi 8 Mart 1910 tarihinin yil dénimi ve 8 Mart Diinya Kadinlar
GUnd'ndn icinde bulundugu hafta, Dlinya Havacl Kadinlar Enstitlisi koordinesinde Diinya
Havaci Kadinlar Haftasi olarak kutlaniyor.

Hafta boyunca, havaciliga kadin katkisi tarihinin anilmasi, kadinlar arasinda havaciliktaki
firsatlar hakkinda farkindaligin artirilmasi, tim endistriyi kapsayan isbirlikleri ile havaci
kadinlar tarafindan gelecegin sekillendirilmesi amaciyla etkinlikler diizenleniyor.

3 P Resmi olarak Turkiye'nin ilk Dinya Havaci Kadinlar
i vy Haftasi etkinlikleri Ugak Mihendisi Can Erel'in
katkilariyla 2015 yilinda vyapildi. Gegen slrede
etkinliklerin sayisi, yayilimi ve kapsami gelistirildi. Bu yil
Turkiye'de organize edilen ve dlzenlenen etkinlik
sayisinda rekora imza atildi.

Can Erel, AA muhabirine yaptigi aciklamada, ulke
genelinde gegen yil sonunda itibaren baslayarak dizenli
yapilan duyuru ve davetlere Ankara, Antalya, Bursa,
Canakkale, Eskisehir, izmir, Konya'da yerlesik hava ve
uzay orgidtlenmelerinden olumlu vyanitlar aldiklarini
soyledi.

Isbirlikleri sayesinde neredeyse Bati Anadolu'yu kapsayacak sekilde planlanan 204 resmi
etkinlikte her yastan binlerce kadina ve ebeveyne ulasiimasinin planlandigini ifade eden Erel,
soyle konustu:

"Hava sartlar ve etkinlik dizenlenmesi igin isbirligi yapilan 6rgitlenmelerin faaliyetleri
ile ilgili bazi mazeretler nedeni ile iptal edilenler disinda bu etkinlikler basar ile
gerceklestirildi ve ylizde 90'in Gizerinde bir seviyede sonug raporlari hazirlanarak Diinya
Havaci Kadinlar Enstitistine gdnderildi.

Son 10 yildir tlke genelinde gontlli mentorluk veren bir 'havacilik emekgisi' olarak
hissettigim, Dlnya Havaci Kadinlar Haftasi'nda gecmis yillarda dikkat ceken 'Tlrkiye
Efsanesi' gercedinin bu yil katlanarak yeniden yasandigi."

Dinya Havac Kadinlar Haftasi etkinliklerinin dodru, daha da vyaygin ve gicli
gerceklesebilmesi icin dnerilerde bulunan Erel, hava ve uzay ekosistemlerinde yer alan
orgutlenmelerde kadin sayisinin ve seviyesinin ylkseltilmesi, gerekiyorsa bu amaca yonelik
yonetici ve is gdrenlerden olusacak birimler de olusturulmasinin 6nemine isaret etti.

Can Erel, ayrica etkinlikler igin hazirliklara en az 3 ay 6nce baslanmasi, ilgili taraflar ve dzellikle
ebeveynlerle igbirlikleri gelistiriimesi, etkinliklerin blitce planlamalarinda dikkate alinmasi ve
Ulke genelinde koordinasyon saglanmasinin faydali olacadini kaydetti.



Anadolu Ajansi: “"Events record for female aviators in Tiirkiye”

A record number of events were organized this year as part of Women Of Aviation
Worldwide Week, celebrated around the world to promote gender balance in
aviation.
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The week of the anniversary of March 8, 1910, the date on which the first female pilot's license
was issued, and March 8, International Women's Day, are celebrated as the Women Of
Aviation Worldwide Week under the coordination of the Institute for Women Of Aviation
Worldwide (iWOAW).

Throughout the week, events are organized to commemorate the history of women's
contribution to aviation, to raise awareness among women about opportunities in aviation,
and to shape a future including more women through industry-wide collaborations.

The first Women Of Aviation Worldwide Week
events were officially organized in Tlrkiye in
2015 with the contributions of Can Erel, an
Aircraft Engineer. Over time, the number,
spread and scope of events have improved. This
year, a record number of events were organized
and held in Tirkiye.

Erel told AA correspondent that they have
received  positive  responses from  the
organizations of aviation and aerospace
ecosystems in Ankara, Antalya, Bursa,
Canakkale, Canakkale, Eskisehir, Izmir, Konya,
Izmir, to the announcements and invitations
made regularly throughout the country starting
from the end of last year.

High levels of enthusiasm and collaborations fostered 204 planned events aiming to reach
thousands of girls of all ages and their parents across most of Western Anatolia noted Can
Erel. He added:

"Except for the events that were cancelled due to weather conditions and some
excuses related to the activities of the organizations that cooperated to organize the
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events, these events were successfully carried out and result reports were prepared
at a level of over 90% and sent to the iWOAW.
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As an 'Aviation Laborer' who has been providing volunteer mentoring across the
country for the last 10 years on this area, my feeling is that the 'Legend of Turkey’,
which attracted attention in the past years during the Women Of Aviation Worldwide
Week, has been re-lived exponentially this year."

Erel made suggestions for the correct, more widespread and stronger realization of the
Women Of Aviation Worldwide Week activities, pointing out the importance of increasing the
number and level of women in the organizations of aviation and aerospace ecosystems, and
if necessary, creating dedicated organization units with consisting of managers and employees
for this purpose.

Erel also noted that it would be beneficial to start preparations for the events at least 3 months
in advance, to develop cooperation with relevant parties and especially parents, to take the
events into account in budget planning and to ensure coordination across the country.
